RACING INCIDENTS

(22-28)

GOING :  Soft

PENETROMETER READING: 4.8 Cms.

RAILING POSITION : Railing fixed at its original position.

1st Race: 22. The New Market Plate - (About) 1400 metres. Horses 
rated 00 to 20 (9 Runners).

SHOW GIRL (Anjar Alam) was examined at the starting gate by the Club's 
Veterinary Officer and was found to be trotting lame on right fore. Under 
the circumstances, it was permitted to be withdrawn on veterinary 
grounds before coming under Starter's order. Trainer Mr.Irfan 
Ghatala was informed to produce a Fitness Certificate from the Club's 
Veterinary Officer before accepting with it again.

HAVE A NICE DAY (Amyn Merchant) reared up as the gates opened, lost 
few lengths and ran detached after passing the 250 Metres. In view of its 
behaviour, Trainer Mr.S. Dominic was informed that he must not accept 
with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the 
Stipendiary Stewards in atleast two jump outs on a starting gate practice 
day.

GALINO (Nikhil Naidu) reared up as the gates opened and lost few lengths 
at the start. In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Mahmood Khan was 
informed not accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the 
satisfaction of the Stipendiary Stewards in a jump out on a starting gate 
practice day.

Jockey M. Prabhakaran, the rider of SINGHSAAB was fined Rs.2,000/- for 
shifting out and causing interference to DESERT GILT (T. S. Jodha) on his 
outside soon after the start.

Jockey Nazerul Alam, the rider of ONE TO NOTE reported that his mount 
was not galloping fluently after passing the 1200 Metres. The horse was 
impounded for veterinary examination but no abnormality was reported.
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It was observed that the whip of Jockey Mudassar Nazar, the rider of 
FIND got entangled in his reins momentarily passing the 250 Metres.

HAVE A NICE DAY (Amyn Merchant) was impounded for veterinary 
examination but no abnormality was reported.

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner dk b m AMAZING 
ANGEL.

2nd Race: 23. The Romantic Dance Plate - (About) 1600 metres. 
Horses rated 15 to 35 (8 Runners).

Jockey A. Sandesh, the rider of TEQUILA TORNADO reported that his 
mount stopped galloping after entering the straight and also ran detached 
after passing the 300 Metres. The horse was impounded for veterinary 
examination but no abnormality was reported.

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner gr g PRINCE 
CHARMO.

3rd Race: 24. The Chettinad Stud Plate - (About) 1200 metres. 
Horses rated 30 to 50, 4 years old and over (12 Runners).

Jockey Nazerul Alam replaced the indisposed Jockey Antony Raj.S 
on SPIRITOUS.

Jockey Afroz Khan replaced the indisposed Jockey Md. 
Akram on ROMANTIC HELEN.

AIR COMMAND (A. Sandesh) was impounded for veterinary examination 
but no abnormality was reported.

Surprise sample was taken for analysis from b g AIR COMMAND.

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b f SPIRITOUS.

4th Race: 25. The Jayachamaraja Wadiyar Cup(Grade III) - (About) 
1400 metres. 4 years old and over. (9 Runners).

MAURITANIA (A. Sandesh) was impounded for veterinary examination 
(except endoscopy) but no abnormality was reported.

Surprise sample was taken for analysis from b h MAURITANIA.
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Compulsory samples were taken for analysis from the following I,II & III 
placed horses viz:

5th Race: 26. The S. G. Madhukar Memorial Trophy - (About) 1200 
metres. Horses rated 45 to 65, 5 years old and over (10 Runners).

FAIR WARNING (Neeraj Rawal) was slowly away and lost few lengths at 
the start. In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Arjun Mangalorkar was 
informed that he must not accept with it again until its behaviour 
improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary Stewards in a jump out on 
a starting gate practice day.

TURF MAGIC (Darshan R.N) jumped out awkwardly and inconvenienced 
LOUISIANA (A.S.Peter) on its inside soon after the start.

It was reported after the race that TURF MAGIC (Darshan R.N) burst its 
blood vessels. Trainer Mr. S. Ganapathy was informed to produce a 
Fitness Certificate from the Club's Veterinary Officer before accepting with 
it again.

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner dk b m MINIVER 
ROSE.

6th Race: 27. The Holding Court Plate - (About) 1400 metres. 
Horses rated 15 to 35 (9 Runners).

Jockey M. Mark replaced the indisposed Jockey Ramesh Kumar. N 
on BAROG.

TINDERELLA (Raghuveer Singh) was slowly away and lost few lengths at 
the start. In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. M. Rajendra Singh was 
informed not accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the 
satisfaction of the Stipendiary Stewards in a jump out on a starting gate 
practice day.

Jockey R. Vaibhav, the rider of DEBONAIR was fined Rs.2,000/- for 
coming 'in' and causing interference to the horses on his inside viz; 
EMERALD GREEN (Rayan Ahmed.R) and DUXTON (Darshan R.N) 
approaching 1250 Metres.

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b f CAMILA. 
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7th Race: 28. The Ministerial Plate - (About) 1200 metres. Maiden 
Horses 3 years old only (Horses who have run at least thrice but 
not placed second, third or fourth even once ineligible). (12 
Runners).

PALM READER (Akshay Kumar) sustained bleeding injury on left hind 
cannon. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b f WELL 
CONNECTED.
