GOING : Good
PENETROMETER READING: 4.1 Cms.

RAILING POSITION: Railing fixed at average width of 4 Meters from 1600 Meters to
winning post from its original position.

1% Race: 127. The Delhi Cup - Div. Il - (About) 1400 metres. Horses rated 00 to 20 (11
Runners).

Permission was granted to Trainer Mr. Hidayat Khan to withdraw STRING OF PEARLS
(Amyn Merchant) on veterinary grounds as it was found to be lame on right fore. He
was informed to produce a Fitness Certificate from the Club's Veterinary Officer before
accepting with it again.

TURF PROSPECTOR (Mohd Asif Khan) jumped awkwardly outwards and
inconvenienced ABOVE THE REST (Manish.R) on its outside soon after the start.

Jockey Manish R, the rider of ABOVE THE REST was fined Rs.5,000/- for shifting 'in' and
causing severe interference to ROMANTIC HAVEN (Nazerul Alam) on his inside passing
the 350 Metres.

It was reported after the race that TURF PROSPECTOR (Mohd Asif Khan) pulled up lame
on left hind and also sustained bleeding injury on left hind bulb of heel. Trainer Mr. S.
Inayathulla was informed to produce a Fitness Certificate from the Club's Veterinary
Officer before accepting with it again.

ABOVE THE REST (Manish R)was subjected to veterinary examination but no
abnormality was reported.

JERSEY STORM (Chetan Kalay S.) was subjected to veterinary examination. On
examination, it was found to have sustained bleeding injury on right fore fetlock.

An enquiry is being held into the running and riding of JERSEY STORM, trained by
Mr. Azhar Ali and ridden by Jockey Chetan Kalay .S in the above race.

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b g SOUTH BELL.

2" Race: 128. The Mysore Cup - (About) 1200 metres. Maiden Horses 3 years old only

(Horses who have run at least thrice but not placed second, third or fourth even once
ineligible) (Outstation horses eligible). (9 Runners).

Jockey P. Trevor replaced the indisposed Jockey Akshay Kumar on MZILIKAZI.

SKIATHOS (S. Zervan) jumped awkwardly inwards and inconvenienced MRS THATCHER
(A. Sandesh) on its inside soon after the start.

It was observed that Jockey Bhawani Singh, the rider of QUEEN REGNANT had to steady
his mount to avoid striking the front runner DESERT COMBAT (Naveen M.) passing the
900 Metres.

It was reported after the race that RADIANT BEAUTY (Suraj Narredu) burst its blood
vessels. Trainer Mr. S. Narredu was informed to produce a Fitness Certificate from the
Club's Veterinary Officer before accepting with it again.
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MZILIKAZI (P. Trevor) sustained bleeding injury on left hind cannon.
Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b g MZILIKAZI.

3" Race: 129. The Delhi Cup - Div. | - (About) 1400 metres. Horses rated 00 to 20 (12
Runners).

Jockey Darshan R.Nreplaced the indisposed Jockey Akshay Kumar on GREAT
CELEBRATION.

GREAT CELEBRATION (Darshan R.N) reared up as the gates opened and lost many
lengths at the start. In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr.Azhar Ali was informed that he
must not to accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the
Stipendiary Stewards in at least one Mock Race.

HUNTERS MOON (G Sai Vamshi) jumped awkwardly outwards and
inconvenienced OCEAN PARK (T. S. Jodha) on its outside soon after the start.

IRISH PRINCE (M. Prabhakaran) ran detached till rounding the final bend. Trainer
Mr. Sharat Kumar was severely warned and informed to ensure better performance of
his charge in future.

Jockey Ranjeet Singh, the rider of CHINESE PRINCESS reported that his mount not
galloping fluently after passing the 200 Metres. The horse was subjected to veterinary
examination but no abnormality was reported.

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b g THREE WISHES.

4" Race: 130. The K. N. Guruswamy Memorial Trophy - (About) 1600 metres. Horses
rated 60 and above (12 Runners).

Jockey Suraj Narredu replaced the indisposed Jockey Akshay Kumar on PUNJABI GIRL.

Jockey Arshad Alam, the rider of CORYBANTIC was fined Rs.5,000/- for the excessive
use of whip on his mount during the race (2nd infringement).

Jockey Arshad Alam, the rider of CORYBANTIC was fined Rs.2,000/- for the improper
use of whip on his mount during the race.

MAGISTERO (R. N. Darshan) was subjected to veterinary examination but no
abnormality was reported.

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b ¢ PSYCHIC FORCE.

5" Race: 131. The Nawab M. Arshad Ali Khan Memorial Cup - (About) 1400 metres. 3-
year-old horses (foaled in 2016) (8 Runners).

Jockey Antony Raj .S replaced the indisposed Jockey Akshay Kumar on ROMA VICTOR.

It was observed that Jockey S. Zervan, the rider of GIFT OF GRACE had to steady his
mount and shift out thereby inconveniencing the horses on his outside viz; VICTORIOUS
SERMON (A. Sandesh) and PALM READER (P. S. Chouhan) passing the 1000 Metres.

Jockey Yash Narredu, the rider of MYSTIC BAY reported that his mount coughed after
the race. The horse was impounded for veterinary examination. On examination, it was
found to have sharp molars on right side. Trainer Mr. M. Narredu was fined Rs.3,000/-
for his negligence (1st infringement).

Surprise sample was taken for analysis from b ¢ MYSTIC BAY.

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b g VICTORIOUS SERMON.
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6™ Race: 132. The Chennai Cup - Div. | - (About) 1100 metres. Horses rated 15 to 35, 4
years old and over (11 Runners).

Jockey A. Sandesh replaced the indisposed Jockey Akshay Kumar on BOLD RUNNER.

Jockey A.Ramu, the rider of MISCHIEF FLYER was fined Rs. 2,000/- for shifting out and
taking out the horses on his outside viz; PRINCESS HOLLY (Rajesh Kumar M)
and LAGOPUS (Tauseef Ahmed) rounding the final bend.

Jockey Rajesh Kumar M, the rider of PRINCESS HOLLY was severely reprimanded for
not persevering with his mount especially with the use of whip passing the 200 Metres.

It was reported after the race that KASAULI (Arshad Alam)burst its blood
vessels. Trainer Mr. R. V. Manohar was informed to produce a Fitness Certificate from
the Club's Veterinary Officer before accepting with it again.

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner ch g LAGOPUS.

7™ Race: 133. The Angel Dust Trophy - (About) 1200 metres. Horses rated 30 to 50 (12
Runners).

Jockey Neeraj Rawal replaced the indisposed Jockey Akshay Kumar on BERNARDINI.

SCARLET PRINCESS (M. Prabhakaran) jumped awkwardly inwards and
inconvenienced ANIMAL QUEEN (Suraj Narredu) on its inside soon after the start.

COMMODUS (P. Trevor) jumped awkwardly outwards.

MEGA IKON (A.Imran Khan) jumped awkwardly inwards and inconvenienced VENUS
BAY (S. Zervan) on its inside soon after the start.

Jockey S. Zervan, the rider of VENUS BAY was reprimanded for dropping hands in the
final 100 Metres.

VENUS BAY (S. Zervan) was subjected to veterinary examination but no abnormality
was reported.

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b g COMMODUS.

8" Race: 134. The Chennai Cup - Div. Il - (About) 1100 metres. Horses rated 15 to 35, 4
years old and over (12 Runners).

Jockey P. Trevor replaced the indisposed Jockey Akshay Kumar on GALVARINO.

Jockey Irvan Singh, the rider of ADMIRABLE was fined Rs.1,000/- for shifting out and
causing interference to COLONEL HARTY (Rajesh Kumar .M) on his outside soon after
the start.

It was reported after the race that WINNING FORCE (Suraj Narredu) burst its blood
vessels (Endoscopy - Grade Ill). Trainer Mr. Rajesh Narredu was informed to produce a
Fitness Certificate from the Club's Veterinary Officer before accepting with it again.

COMMANDPOST(Manish. R) was impounded for veterinary examination but no
abnormality was reported.

Surprise sample was taken for analysis from b g COMMANDPOST.

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner dk b g GALVARINO.
