RACING INCIDENTS
(171 – 179)

GOING :  Good

PENETROMETER READING:  3.6 Cms

RAILING POSITION: Railing fixed at average width of 4 Meters from 
1600 Meters to winning post from its original position.

1st Race: 171. The Camino Plate - Div. II - (About) 1200 metres. 
Horses rated 00 to 20 (11 Runners).

DONTBREAKTHERULES (Chethan Gowda) accidentally stumbled approaching 
900 Metres.

Jockey Shamaz Shareef, the rider of KRUGER PARK reported that his mount 
was hanging out after entering in the straight. The horse was subjected to 
veterinary examination but no abnormality was reported. However, Trainer 
Mr. Warren Singh was informed to take appropriate corrective measures 
before accepting with it again.

It was observed that DALLAS (Md.Akram) was hanging out after entering in 
the straight. The horse was subjected to veterinary examination but no 
abnormality was reported. However, Trainer Mr. S. Dominic was informed to 
take appropriate corrective measures before accepting with it again.

Jockey Md.Akram, the rider of DALLAS was fined Rs.5,000/- for not making 
sufficient effort to ride out his mount in the final 200 Metres of the race.

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner ch m ODYSSEY.

2nd Race: 172. The Capricorn Stud Plate - (About) 1400 metres. 
Maiden Horses 3 years old only (Horses who have run at least thrice 
but not placed second, third or fourth even once ineligible). (10 
Runners).

AACHEN (Suraj Narredu) was slowly away and lost many lengths at the 
start. In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr.Irfan Ghatala was informed that he 
must not accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction 
of the Stipendiary Stewards in at least one Mock Race.

Jockey Suraj Narredu, the rider of AACHEN reported that his mount was 
inclined to run out between the 900 Metres till about 500 Metres. The 
horse was subjected to veterinary examination. On examination, it was 
found to have pulled up lame on left fore. Trainer Mr. Irfan Ghatala was 
informed to produce a Fitness Certificate from the Club's Veterinary Officer 
before accepting with it again. 

CAPELLA (B. Nayak) ran detached from the field. The horse was subjected to 
veterinary examination but no abnormality was reported. However, Trainer 
Nityanand G. was informed to ensure better performance of his charge in 
future.

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b g ALEXANDER 
BURNES.
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3rd Race: 173. The Camino Plate - Div. I - (About) 1200 metres. 
Horses rated 00 to 20 (11 Runners).

It was observed that LOVELY SIERRA (Md.Akram) was hanging out 
throughout the race. The horse was subjected to veterinary examination. on 
examination, it was found to have commissure on right side of the mouth. In 
view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr.Samar Singh was informed that he must 
not accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the 
Stipendiary Stewards in at least one Mock Race.

HUNTERS MOON (V.R.Jagadeesh) jumped awkwardly outwards and 
inconvenienced the horses on his outside viz; PARADISO (T. S. Jodha) 
and ONLY PRINCE (Darshan R.N) soon after the start.

Jockey Chethan Gowda, the rider of SMILE OF PEACE was fined Rs.2,000/- 
for shifting 'in' and tightening the horses on his inside viz; SADAQAT (Antony 
Raj S.) and HONEY TRAP (S. John) passing the 700 Metres.

Jockey Amyn Merchant, the rider of VARSHA reported that his mount was 
shying away and changing legs in the final 200 Metres. The horse was 
subjected to veterinary examination. On examination, it was found to have 
sharp molars on both sides. Hence, Trainer Mr. Sriram Komandur was fined 
Rs.3,000/- for his negligence (1st infringement).

It was reported after the race that PREMIER PREMISES (Arshad Alam) had 
apparently lost its left hind shoe during the race and also found to have 
sustained bleeding injury on right hind bulb of heel.

Jockey Darshan R.N, the rider of ONLY PRINCE was reprimanded for 
dropping hands before passing the winning post.

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b g SADAQAT.

4th Race: 174. The Chaitanya Chakram Trophy - (About) 1600 metres. 
Horses rated 60 and above (8 Runners).

It started raining before the start of the above race.

Jockey P. Trevor, the rider of AMBROSIO reported that he was squeezed 
between BOOKER JONES (Irvan Singh) and NEW MOON (Arshad Alam) soon 
after the start as such he could not ride from the desired position.

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b f NEW CREATION.

5th Race: 175. The S. M. Ramkrishna Rao Memorial Trophy - Div. I - 
(About) 1200 metres. Horses rated 30 to 50 (12 Runners).

GALVARINO (P. Trevor) was slowly away and lost few lengths. In view of its 
behaviour, Trainer Mr.Prasanna Kumar was informed not to accept with it 
again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary 
Stewards in a jump out on a starting gate practice day.

ANIMAL QUEEN (Yash Narredu) was subjected to veterinary examination but 
no abnormality was reported.

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b f ABIRA.
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6th Race: 176. The Bangalore Summer Million(Grade III) - (About) 
1600 metres. 3-year-old horses (foaled in 2016). (6 Runners).

The above race was postponed to be run on Friday, 9th August, 2019 
at 1:00 P.M.
