PENETROMETER READING: 5.2 Cms. 
 

RAILING POSITION: Railing fixed at average width of 6.5 Meters 

from 1600 Meters to winning post from its original position. 

1st Race: 96. The Mahalakshmi Plate - Div. II - (About) 1200 metres. 

Horses rated 00 to 25 (9 Runners). 

BELLI DEEPA (A.R.Pradeep) reared up many times as the gate opened, 

bucked, whereby the rider was totally unbalanced and unseated from his 
mount, thereafter the horse ran rider less. In view of its behaviour, Trainer 

Mr.Pradeep Annaiah was informed not accept with it again until its behaviour 

improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary Stewards in at least one Mock 

Race. 

It was reported after the race that PRINCESS AURA (Nazerul Alam) pulled up 

lame on right fore. Trainer Mr. Kishan Thomas was informed that he must 
produce a Fitness Certificate from the Club's Veterinary Officer before 

accepting with it again. 

DAWN RISING (R.Ajinkya) sustained abrasion on left hind cannon. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner ch g FIERCE 

FIGHTER. 

2nd Race: 97. The Chaitanya Chakram Plate - (About) 1200 metres. 

Horses rated 20 to 45, 5 years old and over (9 Runners). 

LAGOPUS (A.R.Pradeep) took a fly jump. 

GOOD TIME INDEED (Arul J.H) jumped awkwardly outwards and 

inconvenienced OCEAN DUNES (Mudassar Nazar) on its outside at the start. 

LAGOPUS (A.R.Pradeep) sustained bleeding cut injury on right fore cannon. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b g  OMBUDSMAN. 

3rd Race: 98. The A. M. C. Gowda Memorial Trophy - (About) 1600 

metres. Horses rated 40 to 65, 4 years old and over (5 Runners). 

Trainer Mr. Irfan Ghatala was fined Rs.10,000/- for not declaring his 

charge IMPERIAL BLUE to start after having accepted to run with it in the 

above race.  

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b g VANGUARD. 

4th Race: 99. The Maharaja's Gold Cup (Grade II) - (About) 2200 

metres. 4 years old and over. (8 Runners). 

Permission was granted to Trainer Mr. P. Shroff to use Pacifiers on his 

charge ZUCCARELLI in the above race.

5th Race: 100. The Red Divine Plate - (About) 1400 metres. Maiden 
Horses 3 years old only (Horses who have run at least thrice but not 

placed second, third or fourth even once ineligible) (Outstation 

horses eligible) (8 Runners). 

DOMINGO (P. Trevor) was observed to be lame on the way to the starting 

gate and on immediate examination by the Clubs’ Veterinary Officer it was 

confirmed to be trotting lame on left fore. Under the circumstances, it was 
permitted to be withdrawn on veterinary grounds before coming under 

Starter's order. Trainer Mr. Neil Darashah was informed to produce a Fitness 

Certificate from the Club's Veterinary Officer before accepting with it again. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b f PRIME ABBESS. 

6th Race: 101. The Prabalo Plate - (About) 1200 metres. Horses rated 

20 to 45 (13 Runners). 

TWILIGHT FAME (Rajesh Kumar M) was slowly away and lost few lengths at 

the start. In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr.Narayana Gowda V was 
informed not to accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the 

satisfaction of the Stipendiary Stewards in a jump out on a starting gate 

practice day. 

Jockey S. Saqlain, the rider of DOMINA reported that his mount was hanging 

out throughout the race. The horse was subjected to veterinary examination 

but no abnormality was reported. However, Trainer Mr. Arjun 
Mangalorkar was informed to take appropriate corrective measures before 

accepting with it again. 

PERFECT RENDITION (Arul J.H) sustained clip injury on left hind fetlock and 

abrasion on left hind cannon. 

An enquiry is being held into the running and riding of THE RESPONSE, 

trained by Mr.Sharat Kumar and ridden by Jockey Arvind Kumar. N in the 

above race. 

Compulsory sample taken for analysis from b g FLYING QUEST. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner ch m CLASSIC 

CHARM. 

7th Race: 102. The Mahalakshmi Plate - Div. I - (About) 1200 metres. 

Horses rated 00 to 25 (9 Runners). 

As Jockey A. Ashhad Asbar could not arrive to fulfill his riding engagement 
due to reasons beyond his control. Permission was granted to Trainer  Mr. V. 

Lokanath to substitute Jockey Bhawani Singh to ride CHARMAINE in the 

above race. 
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Jockey Nazerul Alam, the rider of KNOTTY WOODS was fined Rs.3,000/- for 

not exercising sufficient control on his mount, thereby causing interference 

to GALLIC (Rajesh Kumar M) on his inside between the 150 Metres to 100 

Metres.

The trainer while corroborating the statement of the jockey added that she 

was slightly slow to start whereby she could not obtain a forward position 

and he rode out in the straight but he could only finish second, he also 

added that he ran the above race as races were cancelled and SHABELLE 

was supposed to run in 1400 Metres race which was a lead up to the Fillies 

Championship Stakes. Their explanations were noted for future reference.
