GOING : GOOD 

PENETROMETER READING:   3.6 Cms. 

RAILING POSITION: Railing fixed at average width of 7.5 Meters from 
1600 Meters to winning post from its original position. 

1st Race: 95. The Tudor Jet Plate - Div. II - (About) 1200 metres. 
Horses rated 20 to 45, 4 years old and over (9 Runners). 

OASIS CLASS (C.Umesh) planted and did not take any practical part in the 
race. In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr.Azhar Ali was informed not accept 
with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the 
Stipendiary Stewards in at least one Mock Race. 

MEGHANN (S. Saba) sustained superficial cut injury on left hind cannon. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b g GROOVIN. 

2nd Race: 96. The Littleover Plate - Div. II - (About) 1200 metres. 
Maiden Horses 3 years old only (Horses who have run at least thrice 
but not placed second, third or fourth even once ineligible) (11 
Runners). 

DONE DEAL (A.R.Pradeep) was slowly away and lost few lengths at the start. 
In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Darius R. Byramji was informed not to 
accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the 
Stipendiary Stewards in a jump out on a starting gate practice day. 

ALDIVA (Antony Raj S.) jumped awkwardly outwards onto GRIZZLY (Abhay 
Singh) soon after the start. 

Jockey Abhay Singh, the rider of GRIZZLY reported that his mount was 
lugging 'in' under pressure after entering the straight. 

DONE DEAL (A.R.Pradeep) ran detached from the field.  Trainer Mr. Darius 
R. Byramji was informed to ensure better performance of his charge in 
future. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b c PRANA. 

3rd Race: 97. The Astronomic Plate - (About) 1400 metres. Horses 
rated 40 to 65, 5 years old and over (8 Runners). 

ROYAL GRACE (S. Saqlain) planted and lost many lengths at the start. In 
view of its behaviour,  Trainer Mr. V. Lokanath (deputising on behalf of 
Trainer Mr. L. D'silva) was informed not accept with it again until its 
behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary Stewards in at 
least one Mock Race. 

It was observed that AHERNE (Yash Narredu) got squeezed between 
the EXTRAORDINARY (K. Sai Kiran) and GOLDEN TIME (Akshay Kumar) soon 
after the start. 
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Jockey Ashok Kumar A, the rider of FOUR WHEEL DRIVE reported that he 
lost his left stirrup soon after the start, which he regained within a few 
strides. 

Jockey Akshay Kumar, the rider of GOLDEN TIME was fined Rs.3,000/- for 
coming 'in' and causing interference to OWN LEGACY (P. Trevor) on his 
inside approaching 300 Metres. 

Jockey K. Sai kiran, the rider of EXTRAORDINARY was fined Rs.1,000/- for 
shifting out and taking out the horses on his outside viz; AHERNE (Yash 
Narredu) and MEASURE OF TIME (Rayan Ahmed. R) approaching 800 
Metres. 

AHERNE (Yash Narredu) sustained superficial clip injury on left hind pastern. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner ch m WIN MY LUV. 

4th Race: 98. The Littleover Plate - Div. I - (About) 1200 metres. 
Maiden Horses 3 years old only (Horses who have run at least thrice 
but not placed second, third or fourth even once ineligible) (11 
Runners). 

RED FALCON (S. Saqlain) was slowly away and lost few lengths at the start. 
In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr.  Irfan Ghatala was informed not to 
accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the 
Stipendiary Stewards in a jump out on a starting gate practice day. 

FRIYA (Arul J.H) was slowly away and lost few lengths at the start. In view 
of its behaviour, Trainer Mr.Darius R. Byramji was informed not to accept 
with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the 
Stipendiary Stewards in a jump out on a starting gate practice day. 

GANDOLFINI (Hindu Singh) jumped awkwardly outwards onto FRIYA (Arul 
J.H) soon after the start. 

Jockey P. S. Chouhan, the rider of PROPHECY was fined Rs.1,000/- for 
coming 'in' and tightening RUBY RED (Akshay Kumar) on his inside passing 
the 700 Metres. 

Jockey S. Saqlain, the rider of RED FALCON reported that his mount did not 
show initial speed as such he could not ride his mount from a forward 
position. 

RED FALCON (S. Saqlain) sustained superficial clip injury on right fore 
fetlock. 

An enquiry was held on 3rd July, 2023 by the Stipendiary Steward into the 
interference caused by Jockey Antony Raj S., the rider of RICARDO in the 
above race. In that he shifted ‘in’ sharply, cutting across the field, in the 
process caused interference to the horses on his inside viz; COMMANDING 
KNIGHT (P. Sai Kumar), which in turn passed it onto RUBY RED (Akshay 
Kumar) and SACRED BOND (Afroz Khan) before passing the red marker post 
and he further shifted 'in' and again causing interference to RUBY RED 
(Akshay Kumar), which in turn passed it onto PROPHECY (P. S. Chouhan) 
approaching 1000 Metres. 

Jockey Antony Raj S was interviewed by the Stipendiary Steward. The 
Stipendiary Steward after considering the submissions made by Jockey 
Antony Raj S and after viewing the CCTV replay decided to charge Jockey 
Antony Raj S for Dangerous Riding. 
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The Stipendiary Steward thereafter suspended the Jockey’s Licence granted 
to Antony Raj S from 22nd July, 2023 to 30th July, 2023 (Both days 
inclusive) as he had pleaded guilty of the charge under Rule No. 161 (i) of 
the BTC Rules of Racing for Dangerous Riding on his mount RICARDO (he 
was permitted to ride work) and was informed of his right to appeal. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b c RICARDO. 

5th Race: 99. The Adler Plate - (About) 1200 metres. Horses rated 40 
to 65 (8 Runners). 

Permission was granted to Trainer Mr.Pradeep Annaiah to withdraw MACRON 
(P. S. Chouhan) on veterinary grounds as it was found to have swelling on 
left fore cannon cellulitis. He was informed to produce a Fitness Certificate 
from the Club's Veterinary Officer before accepting with it again. 

Jockey Yash Narredu, the rider of FONDNESS OF YOU was fined Rs.3,000/- 
for coming 'in' and causing interference to ERIDANI (C.Umesh) on his inside 
passing the 400 Metres. 

Jockey Yash Narredu, the rider of FONDNESS OF YOU was fined Rs.5,000/- 
for shifting out and repeatedly bumping ADBHUT (Afroz Khan) between the 
350 Metres and 300 Metres. 

Jockey Arul J.H, the rider of PAVAROTTI was fined Rs.3,000/- for shifting ‘in’ 
and causing interference to FONDNESS OF YOU (Yash Narredu) on his inside 
passing the 300 Metres. 

FONDNESS OF YOU (Yash Narredu) sustained superficial injury on left fore 
fetlock. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b g PAVAROTTI. 

6th Race: 100. The Karnataka Sub-Area Cup - (About) 1400 metres. 
Horses rated 60 to 85 (7 Runners). 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b g YUKAN. 

7th Race: 101. The Chief Minister's Cup(Grade III) - (About) 1200 
metres. 4 years old and over. (10 Runners). 

As Jockey Y.S. Srinath was certified medically unfit to ride. Permission was 
granted to Trainer Mr. S.S. Attaollahi to declare Jockey Hindu Singh to 
ride THE SOVEREIGN ORB in place of the declared rider. 

Trainer Mr. Neil Darashah was fined Rs.5,000/- for discrepancy in shoeing in 
respect of his charge COOL RIDER (P. S. Chouhan) (1st infringement). 

Compulsory urine and blood samples were taken for analysis from the 
following I,II & III placed horses viz:

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8th Race: 102. The Tudor Jet Plate - Div. I - (About) 1200 metres. 
Horses rated 20 to 45, 4 years old and over (10 Runners). 

As Jockey Y.S. Srinath was certified medically unfit to ride. Permission was 
granted to Trainer Mr. Aravind G. to declare Jockey P. S. Chouhan to ride 
SEOUL in place of the declared rider. 

CAESARS PALACE (Hindu Singh) was slowly away and lost few lengths at the 
start. In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr.M. Rajendra Singh was informed 
not to accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of 
the Stipendiary Stewards in a jump out on a starting gate practice day. 

BURNING ARROW (Angad) was slowly away and lost few lengths at the start. 
In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Narayana Gowda V. was informed not to 
accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the 
Stipendiary Stewards in a jump out on a starting gate practice day. 

It was observed that the red hood on GENERAL PATTON ridden by Jockey 
V.R. Jagadeesh had not been removed before the start was given. The horse 
after jumping out of the gates knuckled and the rider got unbalanced and his 
right stirrup was lost which he regained at the final bend. Subsequently at 
the behest of the Stipendiary Stewards, a Stewards enquiry was held into 
the incident and it was established that GENERAL PATTON ran with the red 
hood throughout the race. After due enquiry, the Stewards decided to 
declare GENERAL PATTON (V.R. Jagadeesh) as a non starter in accordance 
with Rule No. 31 (a) of the B.T.C Rules of Racing.  

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner ch c ALWAYS HAPPY.
