RACING INCIDENTS 

(1-9) 

GOING : Soft 

PENETROMETER READING:  4.6 Cms. 

RAILING POSITION: Railing fixed at average width of 6.0 Meters 
from 1600 Meters to winning post from its original position. 

1st Race: 1. The Welcome Cup - Div. II - (About) 1200 metres. 
Maiden Horses 3 years old only (Horses who have run at least thrice 
but not placed second, third or fourth even once ineligible)                       
(7 Runners). 

ROMAN KNIGHT (Tousif Khan) flipped over in the paddock. On immediate 
examination by the Club's Veterinary Officer it was found to be lame on right 
fore.  Under the circumstances, it was permitted to be withdrawn on 
veterinary grounds. Trainer Mr. S. Dominic was informed to produce a 
Fitness Certificate from the Club's Veterinary Officer before accepting with it 
again.  

DESERT GODDESS (A. Sandesh) jumped awkwardly outwards 
onto HAVASKA (Antony Raj S.) soon after the start. 

Jockey Salman Khan, the rider of DAYS DATE was reprimanded for shifting 
out and inconveniencing HAVASKA (Antony Raj S.) on his outside passing 
the 900 Metres. 

Jockey Akshay Kumar, the rider of GOLDEN LIGHT reported that his mount 
drifted out under pressure in the final 200 Metres. 

CRIMSON FLAME (S.J. Moulin) sustained clip injury on left hind fetlock. 

QUEEN OF KINGS (Vinod Shinde) sustained superficial injury on right hind 
fetlock, pastern and hock. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b f CRIMSON FLAME. 

2nd Race: 2. The Ich Dien Stakes - Div. II - (About) 1400 metres. 
Horses rated 00 to 25 (9 Runners). 

SACRED CREATOR (Angad) was slowly away and lost few lengths at the 
start. In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Narayana Gowda V. was informed 
not to accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of 
the Stipendiary Stewards in a jump out on a starting gate practice day. 

Jockey IndraJeet Singh, the rider of SLING SHOT reported that he 
accidentally lost his whip approaching 300 Metres. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b g SLING SHOT. 

3rd Race: 3. The Ich Dien Stakes - Div. I - (About) 1400 metres. 
Horses rated 00 to 25 (9 Runners). 

Permission was granted to Trainer Mr. S. Inayathulla to withdraw LADY 
GODIVA (Arvind Kumar. N) on veterinary grounds as it was found to have  
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sustained injury on right hind cannon & cellulitis. He was informed to 
produce a Fitness Certificate from the Club's Veterinary Officer before 
accepting with it again. 

FIRE WITHIN (IndraJeet Singh) planted and lost many lengths at the 
start. In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr.V. Lokanath was informed not 
accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the 
Stipendiary Stewards in at least one Mock Race. 

Jockey J. Chinoy, the rider of TROPICAL MIST reported that his mount was 
very keen upto 600 Metres, was hanging 'in' after entering the straight and 
stopped galloping in the final 150 Metres. The horse was subjected to 
veterinary examination. On examination it was found to have sustained 
superficial injury on left hock and bit sore on right oral commissure. 

Jockey S. Hussain, the rider of SEA JACK was fined Rs.5,000/- for not 
making sufficient effort on his mount during the race. 

Jockey Antony Raj S., the rider of AVICENA was reprimanded for forcing a 
non-existing gap passing the 400 Metres. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner dk b c SUPER 
SAPPHIRE. 

4th Race: 4. The Newmarket Stakes - (About) 1200 metres. Horses 
rated 00 to 25, 5 years old and over (11 Runners). 

Trainer Mr. S. Inayathulla was permitted to withdraw MEGA SUCCESS from 
the above race.  

AIR BLAST (Darshan R.N) jumped out awkwardly and lost few lengths. In 
view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Pradeep Annaiah was informed not to 
accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the 
Stipendiary Stewards in a jump out on a starting gate practice day. 

Jockey Salman Khan, the rider of SOUTHERN WARRIOR was reprimanded for 
not maintaining a straight course, thereby inconveniencing BURNING 
ARROW (Kiran Rai P) and AIR BLAST (Darshan R.N) approaching 1200 
Metres. 

Jockey A. Sandesh, the rider of PETTES LOVE reported that his mount was 
hanging out after entering the straight. The horse was subjected to 
veterinary examination but no abnormality was reported. However, Trainer 
Mr. Neil B Devaney was informed to take appropriate corrective measures 
before accepting with it again. 

EMERALDO (Antony Raj S.) was subjected to veterinary examination but no 
abnormality was reported. 

INFINITE SPIRIT (Siddaraju.P) was subjected to veterinary examination but 
no abnormality was reported. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b m INFINITE 
SPIRIT. 

5th Race: 5. The Kunigal Stud Stakes - (About) 1400 metres. Horses 
rated 40 to 65, 5 years old and over (8 Runners). 

Jockey K. Sai Kiran, the rider of THE PERFECT CHOICE reported that his 
mount slipped from its hind, whereby he inconveniencing the horses on his 
outside viz; GOLDEN TIME (Vivek) and SOUTHERN FORCE (Akshay Kumar)  
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in the final 100 Metres. However, THE PERFECT CHOICE was subjected to 
veterinary examination but no abnormality was reported. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b g ENGLISH BAY. 

6th Race: 6. The Racing Patrons Cup - (About) 1200 metres. Horses 
rated 80 and above (8 Runners). 

DUN IT AGAIN (D'nuSingh Deora) ran detached from the field. The horse 
was subjected to veterinary examination but no abnormality was reported. 
However, Trainer Mr. Prithviraj B. was informed to ensure better 
performance of his charge in future. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b m ISNT SHE 
BEAUTIFUL. 

7th Race: 7. The Welcome Cup - Div. I - (About) 1200 metres. Maiden 
Horses 3 years old only (Horses who have run at least thrice but not 
placed second, third or fourth even once ineligible) (8 Runners). 

COMPLETE PACKAGE (Antony Raj S.) was extremely fractious inside the 
gate, reared up and got both its front legs over the adjoing stall barrier. On 
immediate examination by the Club's Veterinary Officer, it was found to have 
sustained bleeding cut injury on right fore pastern.  Under the 
circumstances, it was permitted to be withdrawn on veterinary grounds. 
Trainer Mr. Arjun Mangalorkar was informed to produce a Fitness Certificate 
from the Club's Veterinary Officer before accepting with it again.  

NOBLE CAUSE (K. Sai Kiran) was slowly away and lost few lengths at the 
start. In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr.S. Dominic was informed not to 
accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the 
Stipendiary Stewards in a jump out on a starting gate practice day. 

Jockey Vivek.G, the rider of FEELING GOOD reported that his mount was 
running green during the race. 

NOBLE CAUSE (K. Sai Kiran) was subjected to veterinary examination. On 
examination, it was found to have sustained superficial injury on right hind 
cannon. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner ch g PURANJAYA. 

8th Race: 8. The May Day Stakes - (About) 1400 metres. Horses rated 
20 to 45 (9 Runners). 

Jockey P. Trevor, the rider of DEL AVIZ was reprimanded for shifting 'in' and 
inconveniencing BREEZE BLUSTER (Shreyas Singh S) on his inside 
approaching 1300 Metres. 

Jockey Vivek.G, the rider of GOLDEN LEGEND was fined Rs.1,000/- for 
coming 'in' and causing interference to THE GREY GERANIUM (Vivek) on his 
inside passing the 1200 Metres. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b f VICTORIA 
DORESAANI. 
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9th Race: 9. The Quasar Stakes - (About) 1400 metres. Horses rated 
20 to 45, 4 years old and over (11 Runners). 

SCHAFENBERG (S. Hussain) was extremely fractious and refused to remain 
in the stalls. Under the circumstances, it was permitted to be withdrawn 
before coming under Starter's order. 

ASAGIRI (Chandrashekar M) jumped awkwardly inwards and bumped MY 
VISION (Arvind Kumar. N) soon after the start. 

Jockey Chandrashekar M, the rider of ASAGIRI was reprimanded for 
travelling wide from the 1200 Metres till about 600 Metres for no apparent 
reason. 

Jockey Chandrashekar M, the rider of ASAGIRI was fined Rs.3,000/- for the 
excessive use of the whip on his mount during the race (1st infringement). 

ASAGIRI (Chandrashekar M) sustained superficial clip injury on right hind 
cannon. 

SASSY (Shreyas Singh S) sustained superficial injury on right nostril. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b c GRIZZLY.
