RACING INCIDENTS  

(19 - 24) 

GOING : Soft 

PENETROMETER READING:  4.8 Cms. 

RAILING POSITION: Railing fixed at average width of 4.0 Meters 
from 1600 Meters to winning post from its original position. 

1st Race: 19. The K.N. Guruswamy Memorial Trophy - Div. II - 
(About) 1200 metres. Maiden Horses 3 years old only (Horses who 
have run at least thrice but not placed second, third or fourth even 
once ineligible) (7 Runners). 

CORINTHIAN (P. Trevor) was examined at the saddling yard and was found 
to be trotting lame on right fore. Under the circumstances, it was permitted 
to be withdrawn on veterinary grounds. Trainer Mr. S.S. Attaollahi was 
informed to produce a Fitness Certificate from the Club's Veterinary Officer 
before accepting with it again. 

MASAKI (K. Sai Kiran) jumped awkwardly inwards. 

Jockey D'nuSingh Deora, the rider of TRUE PUNCH was fined Rs.2,000/- for 
not exercising sufficient control on his mount, thereby causing interference 
to the horses on his inside viz; STRIKING FORTUNE (Faizan Khan) 
and MRIGA (Shreyas Singh S) soon after the start. 

SENSATIONAL (Vinod Shinde) ran detached from the field. Trainer                    
Mr. Rajesh Narredu was informed to ensure better performance of his charge 
in future. 

It was reported after the race that MASAKI (K. Sai Kiran) had apparently lost 
its right hind shoe during the race. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner ch f MASAKI. 

2nd Race: 20. The Col. Desraj Urs Trophy - (About) 1200 metres. 
Horses rated 60 to 85 (8 Runners). 

Jockey P. Trevor, the rider of STELLANTIS reported that he lost his left 
stirrup soon after the start, which he regained within a few strides. 

Jockey Suraj Narredu, the rider of TRIPITAKA was reprimanded for shifting 
'in' and inconveniencing AMRELI (Arvind Kumar. N) on his inside 
approaching 450 Metres. 

Jockey P. Trevor, the rider of STELLANTIS reported that his mount was 
lugging 'in' under pressure in the final 150 Metres. 

MAPLE LEAF (S.K.Paswan) was subjected to veterinary examination but no 
abnormality was reported. 

Trainer Mr. Irfan Ghatala and Jockey Suraj Narredu were questioned 
regarding the running and riding of TRIPITAKA in the above race. The trainer 
stated that: 

a. His charge was running after a long gap. 
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b. Had gone up in handicap. 
c. His charge was up with the field till the final bend and if it was any 

good it would have kicked on but it did not do so. 

The Jockey while corroborating the statements of the trainer stated that: 

a. The going might not have suited his mount. 
b. It was running with better class horses. 
c. It was well up till the final bend thereafter it gradually packed up. 

Their explanations were noted for future reference. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b c CZAR. 

3rd Race: 21. The K.N. Guruswamy Memorial Trophy - Div. I - (About) 
1200 metres. Maiden Horses 3 years old only (Horses who have run 
at least thrice but not placed second, third or fourth even once 
ineligible) (8 Runners). 

ROMAN KNIGHT (Tousif Khan) after jumping out did not raise a fluent gallop 
after the first 100 Metres of the start and ran detached thereafter. In view of 
its behaviour, Trainer Mr. S. Dominic was informed not accept with it again 
until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary Stewards 
in at least one Mock Race. 

ROMAN KNIGHT (Tousif Khan) was subjected to veterinary examination but 
no abnormality was reported. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b g FLIGHT ON. 

4th Race: 22. The Karnataka Juvenile Million (Grade III) - (About) 
1400 metres. 3-year-old horses (foaled in 2021). (5 Runners). 

DENSETSU (A. Sandesh) jumped awkwardly outwards onto VAL D'ARAN 
(S.J. Moulin) soon after the start. 

Jockey Suraj Narredu, the rider of EXCELLENT LASS reported that his mount 
shied from the whip and drifted out between 350 Metres and 300 Metres. 
Trainer Mr. Rajesh Narredu was informed to take appropriate corrective 
measures before accepting with it again. 

Compulsory urine and blood samples were taken for analysis from the 
following I, II & III placed horses viz:

dk b f EXCELLENT LASS     III 

5th Race: 23. The Usha Stud Plate - (About) 1400 metres. Horses 
rated 40 to 65, 4 years old and over (9 Runners). 

Jockey Akshay Kumar, the rider of MARZGOVEL reported that his mount 
momentarily slipped approaching 800 Metres. 

Jockey Arvind Kumar. N, the rider of SOLO PRINCE reported that his mount 
stopped galloping after entering the straight. The horse was subjected to 
veterinary examination but no abnormality was reported. 
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Jockey Ram Nandan Manjhi, the rider of EXTRAORDINARY was reprimanded 
for travelling wide from 1000 Metres till about 600 Metres for no apparent 
reason. 

EXTRAORDINARY (Ram Nandan Manjhi) was subjected to veterinary 
examination but no abnormality was reported. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b c GRIZZLY. 

6th Race: 24. The Moonlight Romance Plate - (About) 1400 metres. 
Horses rated 00 to 25, 5 years old and over (9 Runners). 

QUEVEGA (Rajesh Kumar M) was slowly away and lost many lengths at the 
start. In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr.Narayana Gowda V. was informed 
not to accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of 
the Stipendiary Stewards in at least one Mock Race. 

PERFECT HALO (Arshad Alam) ran detached from the field. Trainer                  
Mr. Narayana Gowda V. was informed to ensure better performance of his 
charge in future. 

Routine Urine and Blood Samples were taken for analysis from the winner             
b g FREE TO PLAY.
