RACING INCIDENTS  

(94 - 101) 

GOING : Good 
PENETROMETER READING : 3.1 Cms. 
RAILING POSITION: Railing fixed at an average width of 7.5 Meters 
from 1600 Meters to winning post from its original position. 

1st Race: 94. The Mahalakshmi Plate - (About) 1600 metres. Horses 
rated 00 to 25 (9 Runners). 

Permission was granted to Trainer Mr. G. Y. Rajesh Babu to withdraw COUNT 
BASIE on veterinary grounds as it was found to have sustained injury on 
fore head and bleeding from right nostril. He was informed to produce a 
Fitness Certificate from the Club's Veterinary Officer before accepting with it 
again. 

Jockey Shivam, the rider of ICE STORM was reprimanded for shifting out and 
inconveniencing EMBOSOM (V.R.Jagadeesh) on his outside approaching 
1500 Metres. 

It was observed that ICE STORM (Shivam) accidentally brushed the running 
rails rounding the final bend. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner ch g SUNLIT PATH. 

2nd Race: 95. The Littleover Plate - (About) 1200 metres. Maiden 
Horses 3 years old only (Horses who have run at least thrice but not 
placed second, third or fourth even once ineligible) (10 Runners). 

Permission was granted to Trainer Mr. S.S. Attaollahi to withdraw EFFICACY 
on veterinary grounds as it was found to be suffering from colic. He was 
informed to produce a Fitness Certificate from the Club's Veterinary Officer 
before accepting with it again. 

Permission was granted to trainer Mr. Prasanna Kumar to withdraw KNOTTY 
CRUISE (Vivek.G) on compassionate grounds. 

FIERY LOVE (Vinod Shinde) jumped awkwardly outwards onto KEY WEST 
(Prashant P.Dhebe) soon after the start. 

Jockey Salman Khan, the rider of APHELION was fined Rs.2,000/- for shifting 
'in' and causing interference to FIERY LOVE (Vinod Shinde) on his inside 
passing the 1000 Metres. 

Jockey Neeraj Rawal, the rider of VICTORIA CROSS was fined Rs.2,000/-for 
shifting 'in' and tightening the horses on his inside viz; CATCH THE WORM 
(Shreyas Singh S) and NOZOMI (Antony Raj S.) passing the 700 Metres. 

Jockey Prashant P.Dhebe, the rider of KEY WEST reported that his mount 
was running green throughout the race. 

Jockey Shreyas Singh S, the rider of CATCH THE WORM reported that his 
mount was hanging out throughout the race. The horse was subjected to 
veterinary examination but no abnormality was reported. However, Trainer 
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Mr. R.H.Sequeira was informed to take appropriate corrective measures 
before accepting with it again. 

Jockey Arvind Kumar. N, the rider of BLUE STORM reported that his mount 
was hanging out after entering the straight. The horse was subjected to 
veterinary examination. On examination, it was found to have bit injury on 
left oral commissure. Trainer Mr. Irfan Ghatala was informed to take 
appropriate remedial measures before accepting with it again. 

Jockey S.A. Amit, the rider of INICIO was fined Rs.3,000/- for not making 
sufficient effort on his mount during the race.   

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner dk b c VICTORIA 
CROSS. 

3rd Race: 96. The Astronomic Plate - (About) 2000 metres. Horses 
rated 40 to 65 (6 Runners). 

Jockey K. Sai Kiran replaced the indisposed Jockey Vivek. G on MISS SMILEY 
ANGEL. 

GORDON (Suraj Narredu) was extremely fractious and refused to be 
stalled. Under the circumstances, it was permitted to be withdrawn before 
coming under Starter's order. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b c MINDFUL. 

4th Race: 97. The Adler Plate - (About) 1200 metres. Horses rated 40 
to 65 (8 Runners). 

IL VOLO (Rajesh Kumar M) threw its head up in the air while jumping out of 
the starting gates and lost many lengths at the start. In view of its 
behaviour, Trainer Mr. G. Y. Rajesh Babu was informed not to accept with it 
again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary 
Stewards in at least one Mock Race. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner ch g DIVINE STAR. 

5th Race: 98. The Karnataka Sub-Area Cup - (About) 1400 metres. 
Horses rated 60 to 85 (12 Runners). 

Jockey Rajesh Kumar M, the rider of INVINCIBLE was reprimanded for 
shifting out and inconveniencing VICTORIA DORESAANI (L. Alex Rozario) on 
his outside passing the 1000 Metres. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b f TRAKILA. 

6th Race: 99. The Chief Minister's Cup - (About) 1200 metres.                     
4 years old and over. (10 Runners). 

Permission was granted to trainer Mr. Prasanna Kumar to withdraw KNOTTY 
CHARMER (Vivek.G) on compassionate grounds. 

MAGILETO (P. Trevor) jumped awkwardly outwards and bumped IMPERIAL 
BLUE (Arvind Kumar. N) soon after the start. 

Jockey A. Sandesh, the rider of TIME AND TIDE was reprimanded for shifting 
'in' and inconveniencing MAGILETO (P. Trevor) on his inside passing the final 
150 Metres. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner dk b h TIME AND 
TIDE. 
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7th Race: 100. The Tudor Jet Plate - (About) 1200 metres. Horses 
rated 20 to 45, 5 years old and over (Whips not allowed) (10 
Runners). 

Jockey J. Chinoy, the rider of BEZAWADA SULTAN was reprimanded for 
shifting 'in' and inconveniencing the horses on his inside viz; DOMINA (Anish 
Anamo Hangal) and SPRINGSTEEN (Aleemuddin) passing the 1000 Metres. 

Jockey Arjun, the rider of DIVO reported that his mount was hanging out in 
the final 300 Metres. The horse was subjected to veterinary examination but 
no abnormality was reported. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner dk b g BEZAWADA 
SULTAN. 

8th Race: 101. The Desert God Plate - (About) 1600 metres. Horses 
rated 20 to 45 (11 Runners). 

IBRAHIMOVIC (Arvind Kumar. N) was slowly away and lost few lengths at 
the start. In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr.S. Inayathulla was informed 
not to accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of 
the Stipendiary Stewards in a jump out on a starting gate practice day. 

Jockey C.Umesh, the rider of ASSIMILATE reported that his mount was 
hanging out in the final 300 Metres. The horse was subjected to veterinary 
examination but no abnormality was reported. 

Jockey P. Trevor, the rider of DUBAI SAFARI was fined Rs.5,000/- for the 
excessive use of the whip on his mount during the race (2nd infringement). 

SANTORIUS (Hindu Singh) was subjected to veterinary examination but no 
abnormality was reported. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b f ASHWA KALI 
BHANI.
