TWELFTH DAY, FRIDAY, 5TH JANUARY, 2024 

RACING INCIDENTS 

(76 - 82) 

 

GOING : Good 

PENETROMETER READING:  3.8 Cms. 

RAILING POSITION: Railing fixed at average width of 3.0 Meters from 
1600 Meters to winning post from its original position. 

1st Race: 76. The Altenburg Plate - (About) 1400 metres. Maiden Horses 3 
years old only (6 Runners). 

Trainer Mr. S.S. Attaollahi was fined Rs.5,000/- for discrepancy in shoeing in 
respect of his charge MESCALITO (1st infringement). 

Jockey Antony Raj S., the rider of KAMET was reprimanded for shifting 'in' and 
inconveniencing MESCALITO (Neeraj Rawal) on his inside passing the 350 Metres. 

Jockey P. Trevor, the rider of EL ASESINO reported that his mount suddenly 
stopped galloping in the final 200 Metres. The horse was subjected to veterinary 
examination but no abnormality was reported. 

Jockey Neeraj Rawal, the rider of MESCALITO reported that his mount was running 
green throughout the race.  

BHARAT (Suraj Narredu) sustained bleeding cut injury on left hind cannon. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner ch c GOLDEN LEGEND. 

2nd Race: 77. The Sardar Sarovar Plate - Div. II - (About) 1100 metres. 
Horses rated 20 to 45 (10 Runners). 

AIR BLAST (Shreyas Singh S) took a fly jump. 

MASTER OF COURAGE (Siddaraju.P) jumped awkwardly outwards onto FIRE 
WITHIN (Vivek) soon after the start. 

Jockey Vinod Shinde, the rider of HONEY CAKE was reprimanded for not 
maintaining a straight course before passing the red marker post. 

Jockey Shamaz Shareef, the rider of CRISTALDO was reprimanded for not 
maintaining a straight course before passing the red marker post. 

Jockey Rayan Ahmed R., the rider of TIGERKING was fined Rs.3,000/- for not 
making sufficient effort to improve his position from the start till about about 800 
Metres.  

Jockey P. Trevor, the rider of ROMAN SPIRIT was reprimanded for repeatedly 
looking back in the final 200 Metres. 

It was observed that AIR BLAST (Shreyas Singh S) accidentally stumbled 
approaching 150 Metres. 

TIGERKING (Rayan Ahmed R.) was impounded for veterinary examination but no 
abnormality was reported. 

Surprise sample was taken for analysis from ch g TIGERKING. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b c ROMAN SPIRIT. 
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3rd Race: 78. The Gulbarga Stakes - (About) 1600 metres. Horses rated 20 
to 45 (9 Runners). 

It was observed that Jockey S. John, the rider of AUGUST had to steady his 
mount passing the 750 Metres due to a closely packed field. 

Jockey Vivek, the rider of THE GREY GERANIUM reported that he could not get a 
clear run between 350 Metres to 300 Metres due to a closely packed field. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b r NEVADA GOLD. 

4th Race: 79. The Hemavati Plate - (About) 2000 metres. Horses rated 60 to 
85 (5 Runners). 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner ch h SPLENDIDO. 

5th Race: 80. The Manjri Horse Breeders' Farm New Year Cup (Grade III) - 
(About) 1400 metres. 4 years old and over at the time of starting. (9 
Runners). 

Jockey Vivek.G, the rider of SIEGE COURAGEOUS reported that his mount was 
hanging ‘in’ in the final 200 Metres. The horse was subjected to veterinary 
examination but no abnormality was reported. 

DUN IT AGAIN (Surya P.) was subjected to veterinary examination but no 
abnormality was reported. 

Compulsory urine and blood samples were taken for analysis from the following I, II 
& III placed horses viz:

6th Race: 81. The Bookmakers' Association Bangalore Oaks (Grade II) - 
(About) 2400 metres. 4-year-old Indian Fillies (foaled in 2020) (5 
Runners). 

JAMARI (P. Trevor) accidentally stumbled soon after the start. 

FAST PACE (P. S. Chouhan) accidentally brushed the rails approaching 2200 Metres. 

Compulsory urine and blood samples were taken for analysis from the following I,II 
& III placed horses viz:

7th Race: 82. The Sardar Sarovar Plate - Div. I - (About) 1100 metres. 
Horses rated 20 to 45 (10 Runners). 

Jockey Imran Chisty, the rider of DIVO was fined Rs.1,000/- for shifting out and 
causing interference to SUNWAY LAGOON (Afsar Khan), which in turn passed it 
onto CROISSANTINO (B. Nayak) soon after the start. 

Jockey Suraj Narredu, the rider of STAR CONCEPT was reprimanded for 
shifting 'in' and inconveniencing DIVO (Imran Chisty) on his inside 
approaching 950 Metres. 
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Jockey Imran Chisty, the rider of DIVO was fined Rs.2,000/- for shifting 'in' 
and causing interference to ROYAL MYSORE (Antony Raj S.) on his inside 
approaching 900 Metres. 

Jockey Imran Chisty, the rider of DIVO reported that his mount was hanging out 
from 700 Metres. The horse was subjected to veterinary examination but no 
abnormality was reported. However, Trainer Mr. Darius R. Byramji was 
informed to take appropriate corrective measures before accepting with it 
again. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b r ROYAL MYSORE.
