15' Race: 52. The Alydar Plate - (About) 1100 metres. Horses 2 years old

only. (6 Runners).

Jockey Darshan R.N, the rider of MOST AND MORE reported that his mount was
holding its bit on the left side from 900 meters. The horse was subjected to
veterinary examination but no abnormality was reported.

Jockey Suraj Narredu, the rider of BLIND FAITH reported that his mount was
inclined to run out between 800 meters till about 700 meters, in the process he
inconvenienced COLDPLAY (Antony Raj S.) on his outside passing the 700 Metres.

Jockey Antony Raj S., the rider of COLDPLAY reported that his mount was lugging
‘in” under pressure in the final 100 meters.

HIGGS BOSON (Rajesh Kumar M) was subjected to veterinary examination but no
abnormality was reported.

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b f LENA.

2"¢ Race: 53. The Tungabhadra Plate - (About) 1200 metres. Horses rated
20 to 45, 5 years old and over (Whips not allowed) (9 Runners).

Jockey Rayan Ahmed R., the rider of STAR COMET was reprimanded for shifting ‘in’
and bumping EXTRAORDINARY (A.Ramu), which in turn passed it onto SACRED
CREATOR (Angad) on his inside soon after the start.

Jockey V.R.Jagadeesh, the rider of MEGA SUCCESS was fined Rs 2,000/- for hitting
the horse with the reins between the 1100 meters and 1000 meters.

An enquiry is being held into the running and riding of THE GOLDEN DREAM,
trained by Mr. Warren Singh and ridden by Jockey A.R.Pradeep in the above race.

THE GOLDEN DREAM (A.R.Pradeep) was impounded for veterinary examination but
no abnormality was reported.

Surprise sample was taken for analysis from b m THE GOLDEN DREAM.

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b g MEGA SUCCESS.

3" Race: 54. The Tetrarch Plate - Div. II - (About) 1100 metres. Horses
rated 20 to 45 (13 Runners).

TROPICAL MIST (Laxman Singh) planted and did not take any practical part in the
race. In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Warren Singh was informed not to accept
with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary
Stewards in at least one Mock Race.



FEEL OF HOPE (A.R.Pradeep) planted and did not take any practical part in the
race. In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. V. Lokanath was informed not to accept
with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary
Stewards in at least one Mock Race.

LG'S SCRIPT (Shreyas Singh S) was slowly away and lost few lengths at the start.
In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr.V. Lokanath was informed not to accept with it
again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary Stewards in
a jump out on a starting gate practice day.

Jockey Akshay Kumar, the rider of MARTHA reported that his mount stopped
galloping in the final 100 meters. The horse was impounded for veterinary
examination but no abnormality was reported.

Jockey Hemant Chandragiri, the rider of STENTORIAN was reprimanded for riding
an indifferent race.

Surprise sample was taken for analysis from b f MARTHA.
Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner dk b f DAYS DATE.

4" Race: 55. The B.B.M.P. Cup - Div. I - (About) 1200 metres. Horses rated
40 to 65 (8 Runners).

STAR ADMIRAL (Rayan Ahmed R.) planted and lost many lengths at the start In
view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr.Aravind G was informed not to accept with it again
until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary Stewards in at
least one Mock Race.

FREE TO PLAY (Arvind Kumar. N) was slowly away and lost few lengths at the start.
In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Kishan Thomas. K was informed not to accept
with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary
Stewards in a jump out on a starting gate practice day.

KNOTTY PATTON (V.R.Jagadeesh) took a fly jump.

IL VOLO (Angad) jumped awkwardly outwards onto DYNAMIC FORCE (Y. S. Srinath)
soon after the start.

Jockey Angad, the rider of IL VOLO reported that his mount was throwing its head
up between the 750 meters till about 700 meters and he also added that the horse
had a very soft mouth. The horse was subjected to veterinary examination but no
abnormality was reported.

Jockey P. Trevor, the rider of STELLANTIS was reprimanded for shifting out and
inconveniencing IL VOLO (Angad) on his outside approaching 700 meters.

An enquiry is being held into the running and riding of KNOTTY PATTON trained by
Mr. Azhar Ali and ridden by Jockey V.R.Jagadeesh in the above race.

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b g STELLANTIS.

5" Race: 56. The Bangalore 2000 Guineas (Grade II) - (About) 1600

metres. 3-year-old Indian Horses (foaled in 2021) (9 Runners).

Jockey L. Alex Rozario, the rider of MANDARINO was reprimanded for shifting 'in'
and tightening POSITANO (Akshay Kumar) on his inside passing the 500 Metres.

Jockey A. Sandesh, the rider of RANQUELINO was reprimanded for shifting out and
inconveniencing POSITANO (Akshay Kumar) on his outside passing the 500 Metres.



Jockey Akshay Kumar, the rider of POSITANO placed 3rd by the judge objected
against Jockey L. Alex Rozario, the rider of MANDARINO placed 2nd for "In
that passing the 600 meters the rider of MANDARINO cut across me sharply,
whereby I had to check my mount, stop riding, which unbalanced me and I had to
switched course which cost me a certain race”. The Stewards held an enquiry
immediately after the race and interviewed the Jockeys concerned. After
deliberations, they decided to overrule the objection.

Compulsory urine and blood samples were taken for analysis from the following I,II
& III placed horses viz:

6" Race: 57. The Tetrarch Plate - Div. I - (About) 1100 metres. Horses
rated 20 to 45 (14 Runners).

COOL WATER (L. Alex Rozario) planted and lost many lengths at the start. In view
of its repeated behaviour, Trainer Mr. Azhar Ali was informed not to accept with it
again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary Stewards in
two Mock Races.

INVINCIBLE (Rajesh Kumar M) was slowly away and lost many lengths at the start.
In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Narayana Gowda V. was informed not to
accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the
Stipendiary Stewards in at least one Mock Race.

Jockey Hemant Chandragiri, the rider of TRUE PUNCH was fined Rs 3,000/- for
shifting "in"  and causing interference  to IMMORTAL  BEAUTY (M.
Prabhakaran), which in turn passed it onto the horses on his inside viz; RIEKO (A.
Sandesh) and PRICELESS PRINCE (Suraj Narredu) soon after the start.

Jockey Anish Anamo Hangal, the rider of CHISOX was fined Rs. 2000/- for shifting
out and causing interference to PRICELESS PRINCE (Suraj Narredu), which in turn
passed it onto SCHAFENBERG (P. Mani) on his outside passing the 800 meters.

Jockey Hemant Chandragiri, the rider of TRUE PUNCH was reprimanded for
dropping hands before passing the winning post.

Jockey Tauseef Ahmed, the rider of N R I GOLD was reprimanded for dropping
hands before passing the winning post.

INVINCIBLE (Rajesh Kumar M) was subjected to veterinary examination. On
examination it was found to have burst its blood vessels. Trainer Mr. Narayana
Gowda V.was informed to produce a Fitness Certificate from the Club's Veterinary
Officer before accepting with it again.

TRUE PUNCH (Hemant Chandragiri) was subjected to veterinary examination but no
abnormality was reported.

IMMORTAL BEAUTY (M. Prabhakaran) was subjected to veterinary examination but
no abnormality was reported.

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b g RIEKO.

7" Race: 58. The B.B.M.P. Cup - Div. II - (About) 1200 metres. Horses
rated 40 to 65 (8 Runners).




Jockey A. Sandesh, the rider of SIRA reported that his mount was hanging out from
the 900 meters. The horse was subjected to veterinary examination. On

examination, it was found to be lame on right fore. Trainer Mr. M. Eshwer was
informed to produce a Fitness Certificate from the Club's Veterinary Officer before
accepting with it again.

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner dk b g BHARAT.

Permission was granted to trainers M/s. V. Lokanath,
S.S. Attaollahi, Darius R. Byramji and S. Narredu to deputize on behalf
of trainers M/s. K. Pradeep Annaiah, P. Shroff, Parvati Byramji and
Rajesh Narredu who were unable to attend the races.
