RACING INCIDENTS 

(46-51) 

GOING:  Soft 

PENETROMETER READING: 4.6 Cms. 

RAILING POSITION: Railing fixed at an average width of 5.0 meters from 
1600 meters to the winning post from its original position. 

1st Race: 46. The Almatti Plate - Div. II - (About) 1400 metres. Horses 
rated 20 to 45 (8 Runners). 

BLUE SAINT (Arshad Alam) was slowly away and lost a few lengths at the start. In 
view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Azhar Ali was informed not to accept with it again 
until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary Stewards in a 
jump out on a starting gate practice day. 

LEGENDARY IMPACT (Shreyas Singh S) Jumped awkwardly outwards 
onto MYSTICAL AIR (Akshay Kumar) soon after the start. 

It was observed that DAIKI (Rajesh Kumar M) accidentally stumbled approaching 
1300 Metres. 

Jockey A.R.Pradeep, the rider of SUPERCHARGE reported that his mount raced 
keenly between 1100 meters till about 600 meters. 

Jockey Akshay Kumar, the rider of MYSTICAL AIR reported that his mount did not 
relish the underfoot conditions of the track and he also added that his mount 
requires more distance. His explanations were noted for future reference. 

VERSACE (Shamaz Shareef) was impounded for veterinary examination but no 
abnormality was reported. 

Surprise sample was taken for analysis from dk b f VERSACE. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner ch g STORM SHADOW. 

2nd Race: 47. The Narmada Plate - (About) 1200 metres. Horses rated 00 to 
25, 5 years old and over (9 Runners). 

FLYING BRAVE (A.R.Pradeep) was slowly away and lost a few lengths at the start. 
In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Pradeep Annaiah was informed not to accept 
with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary 
Stewards in a jump out on a starting gate practice day. 

Jockey Tousif Khan, the rider of LADY INVICTUS was fined Rs.3,000/- for the 
excessive use of the whip on his mount during the race (1st infringement). 

Jockey Angad, the rider of BURNING ARROW was fined Rs.5,000/- for riding in an 
Injudicious manner. 

It was reported after the race that FLYING BRAVE (A.R.Pradeep) pulled up lame on 
left fore Trainer Mr. Pradeep Annaiah was informed that he must produce a Fitness 
Certificate from the Club's Veterinary Officer before accepting with it again. 
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LOVING PEARL (Chethan Kalay S.) was examined at the equine hospital at 5:00 P.M 
by the Club's Veterinary Officer and was found to be lame on right fore. Trainer               
Mr. Pradeep Annaiah was informed that he must produce a Fitness Certificate from 
the Club's Veterinary Officer before accepting with it again. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b m LADY GODIVA. 

3rd Race: 48. The December Plate - (About) 1400 metres. Maiden Horses 3 
years old only. (8 Runners). 

ADELANTO (Tauseef Ahmed) was examined at the starting gate by the Club's 
Veterinary Officer it was found to have sustained bleeding laceration on right fore 
fetlock and abrasion on left fore fetlock. Under the circumstances, it was permitted 
to be withdrawn on veterinary grounds before coming under Starter's order. Trainer 
Mr G. Y. Rajesh Babu was informed to produce a Fitness Certificate from the Club's 
Veterinary Officer before accepting with it again. 

FORCE OF NATURE (A.R.Pradeep) was slowly away and lost a few lengths at the 
start. In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. V. Lokanath was informed not to accept 
with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary 
Stewards in a jump out on a starting gate practice day. 

TOROBRAVO (L. Alex Rozario) was slowly away and lost a few lengths at the start. 
In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Irfan Ghatala was informed not to accept with 
it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary Stewards 
in a jump out on a starting gate practice day. 

It was observed that BASILICA (P. Trevor) shied away from AMUSING (B. L. 
Paswan) at the start, thereby inconvenienced the horses on its inside 
viz; TOROBRAVO (L. Alex Rozario) and NOBLE CAUSE (B. Nayak). 

It was observed that NOBLE CAUSE (B. Nayak) was inclined to run out between 700 
meters till about 500 meters. 

It was observed that HABIBTI (Antony Raj S.) shied from LUX AETERNA (Akshay 
Kumar) approaching 200 Metres and was momentarily unbalanced. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b f LUX AETERNA. 

4th Race: 49. The Karnataka Police Trophy - (About) 1800 metres. Horses 
rated 40 to 65 (5 Runners). 

Jockey Antony Raj S., the rider of AUGUST reported that he could not get a clear 
run between 350 meters to 200 meters due to a closely packed field. 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner ch g MAGNUS. 

5th Race: 50. The Kaveri Plate - (About) 1600 metres. Horses rated 20 to 
45, 4 years old and over (8 Runners). 

Permission was granted to Trainer Mr. S. Dominic to withdraw 
THEWHISPERQUIETLY (A.R. Pradeep) on veterinary grounds as it was found to be 
lame on right fore. He was informed to produce a Fitness Certificate from the Club's 
Veterinary Officer before accepting with it again. 

SUNLIT PATH (L. Alex Rozario) was slowly away and lost a few lengths at the start. 
In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Irfan Ghatala was informed not to accept with 
it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary Stewards 
in a jump out on a starting gate practice day. 

MEMORABLE TIME (Vivek.G) was subjected to veterinary examination but no 
abnormality was reported. 
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Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner ch g VYASA. 

6th Race: 51. The Almatti Plate - Div. I - (About) 1400 metres. Horses rated 
20 to 45 (7 Runners). 

CORINTHIAN (P. Trevor) was extremely fractious inside the gates and sat down for 
a considerable period of time. Under the circumstances was permitted to be 
withdrawn before coming under starter's orders. 

THE STRIKINGLY (A.Ramu) after jumping out swerved towards the left and lost 
many lengths at the start. In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Joseph B. Awale was 
informed not to accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction 
of the Stipendiary Stewards in at least one Mock Race. 

Jockey Asirvatham, the rider of KNOTTY PATTON was reprimanded in the presence 
of Master Trainer Mr. Azhar Ali for the inept handling of his mount and he was 
informed that he should make every effort to improve his riding in future. 

Jockey Suraj Narredu, the rider of MONTERIO reported that his mount gradually 
dropped back from 300 Metres and was not galloping fluently. The horse was 
impounded for veterinary examination. On examination, it was found to have burst 
its blood vessels (on Endoscopy Grade – IV at 6:00 P.M.). Trainer Mr. Prasanna 
Kumar was informed to produce a Fitness Certificate from the Club's Veterinary 
Officer before accepting with it again.  

FEMME FATALE (Angad) was subjected to veterinary examination but no 
abnormality was reported. 

Surprise sample was taken for analysis from b g MONTERIO.  

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner dk b g THE GALLERY TIME.
